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RESOLUTION NO. 2016-1

A RESOLUTION OF THE GROVE COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT
ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR 2015-16 AND DIRECTING THE SUBMISSION
OF SAME TO THE CITY OF ST. LOUIS, MISSOURI.

WHEREAS, the fiscal year (the “Fiscal Year”) of the District is the same as the City of St.
Louis, which begins July 1% of the present calendar year and ends June 30" of the following
calendar year; and

WHEREAS, Section 67.1471.2 of the Community Improvement District Act, Sections
67.1401 through 6.1571 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri, as amended (the “CID Act”), requires
that the District submit to the governing body of the City of St. Louis, Missouri (the “City”), no
earlier than one hundred eighty (180) days and no later than ninety (90) days prior to the start of
each Fiscal Year a “proposed annual budget, setting forth expected expenditures, revenues, and rates
of assessments and taxes, if any, for such Fiscal Year”; and

WHEREAS, the District desires to approve such a Proposed Budget for the 2015-16 Fiscal
Year to submit to the City; and

WHEREAS, the City had no comments regarding the Proposed Budget;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Grove
Improvement District, as follows:

1. The Board of Directors of the District hereby accepts and approves the Budget for the Fiscal
Year beginning July 1, 2016 and ending June 30, 2017, attached as Exhibit A, subject to
review and comment by the City.

2. The Board of Directors of the District hereby directs the Board Secretary, on its behalf, to
submit the preliminary budget to the City.

3. The portions of this Resolution shall be severable. In the event that any portion of this
Resolution is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the remaining portions
of this Resolution are valid, unless the court finds the valid portions of this Resolution are so
essential and inseparably connected with and dependent upon the void portion that it cannot
be presumed that the Board of Directors would have enacted the valid portion without the
invalid ones, or unless the court finds that the valid portions standing alone are incomplete
and are incapable of being executed in accordance with the legislative intent.

4. This Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately from and after its adoption as
provided by law. The sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Resolution
shall be severable. In the event that any such section, paragraph, sentence, clause or phrase of
this Resolution is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, the remaining
portions of this Resolution are valid, unless the court finds the valid portions of the
Resolution are so essential to and inseparably connected with and dependent upon the void
portion that it cannot be presumed that the Board of Directors has enacted the valid portions
without the void ones, or unless the court finds that the valid portions, standing alone, are
incomplete and are incapable of being executed in accordance with the legislative intent.

A RESOLUTION OF THE GROVE COMMUNITY IMPROVEMENT
DISTRICT ADOPTING AN UPDATED FIVE-YEAR PLAN

WHEREAS, the Grove Community Improvement District (the “District”) is a community
improvement district organized pursuant to Sections 67.1401 to 67.1571 of the Revised Statutes of
Missouri (“RSMo”), as amended (the “CID Act”), and established by the Board of Aldermen of the
City by Ordinance No. 68107 (the “Ordinance”) as a political subdivision of the State of Missouri; and

WHEREAS, the Board at its monthly meeting convened at 11:00 a.m., June 13, 2016 at
4512 Manchester Ave., St. Louis, MO 63110, at which was present a quorum of the directors, took
the action further described herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Grove
Community Improvement District, as follows:

1. The Board hereby amends, accepts and approves the following five-year plan.

The Grove CID will continue to provide the following services within its geographic boundaries:
safety/security, marketing, public services, public improvements, parking, and administration.
Five-Year Budget Projections are an estimate of total revenue and Project costs of the District.
The actual revenue collected and Project expenses incurred may vary from the Budget.

The following is Summary Report for TCF’s activities and findings for the period of
May 10, 2016 through June 9, 2016:

Major Incidents

« 5/10 - Two Residents of 925 S. Sarah (Mr. & Mrs. Whyte) stopped and thanked
a TCF Officer for being present in the neighborhood.

« 5/14 - On-View Disturbance between four friends at Boyle/Swan. Three of the
four subjects were arguing with the fourth, trying to prevent him from driving
because of his intoxication. Officers intervened and took the keys from the
intoxicated subjects and the three subjects provided him a ride home.

« 5/15 - TCF Officer observed two subjects looking into cars at the parking lot
located at 4213 Gibson. The male subject was in his 60’s and the female
subject was could not be more than 30. FIRS were completed due to the
suspicious nature of the incident. The subjects were identified as Mr. and Mrs.
Baumstark. The couple was sent on their way without further action.

+ 5/29 - Two separate verbal altercations handled by TCF Officers - Boyle/
Manchester and Chouteau/Manchester. Both incidents involved intoxicated
subjects. This is just part of a entertainment district, no concerns by TCF.

« 6/1 - Building check on Talmage due to a removed board from a door. Vacant
residence was clear of intruders.

« 6/5 - Intoxicated subject leaving “Demo” flagged-down a TCF Officer and ad-
vised his car was stolen. TCF Officers canvassed the area and located his ve-
hicle. Subject was provided a cab ride home.

« 6/7 - Resident at 4125 Chouteau complained that on the last few Saturday
nights, around 2:30 a.m., there have been large disturbances near the front of
her house. Extra attention will be put in this area going forward.
